Preschool programs
Feelin’ Wild
1 hour
Explore the textures found in nature. Students use their 
senses to discover the world of animals. Touch real 
snakeskin, fur, shells, feathers and more.

Can I Keep It?
1 hour
Do wild animals make good pets? NO! What can you do if 
you find a wild animal? Investigate the amazing differences 
between wild animals and your pets. Learn what wild 
animals need to survive and why we need to keep wildlife 
wild.

Wacky Wetlands
1 hour
Learn about wetlands and the animals that live there! Meet 
a live duck and its friends that live in wetland habitats. It’s 
guaranteed to be a wacky time!

Sensational Senses
1.5 hours • fall, winter and spring
Experiment with your senses on a sens-a-tional nature 
hike and learn how animals use their senses to survive. 
Use the Sensory Tool Box and observe how animal senses 
compare to those of humans. Program also available for 
kindergarten.

Nature’s Gifts
1 hour • Available November 18 to January 9
This is the time of year for giving and receiving gifts. Meet 
a woodland character, make a gift for the birds and search 
for nature’s gifts on a woodland hike. Hear the story of 
Nature’s Gifts in a beautiful winter setting. Program also 
available for grades K-2.

Discover Farm Animals
45 minutes
We’ll bring barnyard animals to your preschool. Children 
will sing farm songs, encounter a sheep and two other farm 
animals and learn how farm animals provide food for us.

Farm Animals Up Close
2.5 hours, including time for lunch
Young children encounter farm animals to gain respect for 
how farmers raise and care for them. Kids sing about farm 
animals and listen to a farm animal story. Milk a cow, visit 
the stables and encounter farm animals in the Well-Bred 
Shed. Program also available for kindergarten.

Stone Soup
3 hours, including time for lunch
Children listen to the classic story “Stone Soup.” Then they 
chop vegetables to create a healthy, enjoyable soup to 
share. While the soup is cooking, children visit the farm and 
a child-sized Farmer’s Market where they choose healthy 
servings of fruits and vegetables. Program also available for 
kindergarten.

Little Lambs & Little Sprouts
Offered the month of April only
3 hours, including time for lunch
Preschoolers discover new life on the farm. Youngsters 
encounter spring lambs and piglets and learn how we 
provide for the needs of young animals. In the greenhouse, 
they prepare for spring planting when they transplant 
seedlings to take home and watch grow. They listen to a 
story about spring lambs and have time for free play in 
Farmpark’s new Play Space.

Motion Matters
1 hour
Planes, cars, rockets, oh my! Learn to 
play with others as you experience 
these exciting toys. Watch them fly 
through the air or speed along the earth.
