Injured, orphaned or sick wild animals need 
humane and intense care for recovery 
and release. Medical treatment, food and 
shelter can be costly. Your donation can 
help defray these costs and help us help 
these animals.

Since 1983, the Lake Metroparks Kevin 
P. Clinton Wildlife Center has worked 
to reduce human impact on native Ohio 
wildlife through human education and 
wildlife rehabilitation.

We treat approximately 2,000 injured or 
orphaned animals each year. Nearly half of 
the animals treated at the center recover 
and are returned to the wild. We provide 
medical care, food and housing for every 
animal we accept.

Occasionally animals sustain permanent 
injuries and cannot return to the wild. 
These animals may become permanent 
residents or Animal Ambassadors for the 
Center and assist the staff in teaching 
about wildlife and conservation issues.
