Free days, free admission will not apply to school or recreation
bookings.

* Farmpark members may not use their membership to get in free
for an educational program.

* One adult admitted free for every ten students in grades
K-12. One adult admitted free for every five preschool and
kindergarten students. Additional adults are charged the
student program fee. Please mention if you plan to bring a
student aide when you register.

» Teachers or group leaders are required to accompany the group.
